3. Creator-Creature Distinction

1. At the first level, there is God, who 1s an infinite,
personal Creator.

2. At the second level, there is created man and nature.

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Isa. 44:24, “This is what the LORD says—your Redeemer
and Creator: ‘I am the LORD, who made all things. | alone
stretched out the heavens. Who was with me when | made

the earth?’”




Acts 17:24, “He 1s the God who made the world and

everything in it. Since he is Lord of heaven and earth, he
doesn’t live in man-made temples,

Acts 17:25, “and human hands can’t serve his needs—for
he has no needs. He himself gives life and breath to
everything, and he satisfies every need.”



Isa. 46:9, “Remember the things | have done in the past.
For | alone am God! | am God, and there is nhone like Me.”

“One of a kind” means unique, or distinct. Another word
for this is HOLY.

What have we learned:

1. God is the Creator: He owns everything because He
made everything.

Infinite in every way.
