D. Adultery and Murder

2 Sam. 11:1, “It happened In the spring of the year, at the time
when kings go out to battle, that David sent Joab and his
servants with him, and all Israel; and they destroyed the
people of Ammon and besieged Rabbah. But David remained

at Jerusalem.

2 Sam. 11:2, “Then 1t happened one evening that David arose
from his bed and walked on the roof of the king’s house. And
from the roof he saw a woman bathing, and the woman was
very beautiful to behold.”

2 Sam. 12:3, " ‘But the poor man had nothing, except one little
ewe lamb which he had bought and nourished; and It grew up
together with him and with his children. It ate of his own food
and drank from his own cup and lay in his bosom; and it was
like a daughter to him.

2 Sam. 12:11, “Thus says the LORD: ‘Behold, | will raise up

adversity against vou from vour own house; and [ will take vour
wives before vour eves and qive them to vour neighbor [friend

another person], and he shall lie with your wives in the sight of
this sun.

2 Sam. 12:12, “ ‘For you did It secretly, but | will do this thing
before all Israel, before the sun.’”

12:13, “So David said to Nathan, ‘| have sinned against
the LORD.” And Nathan said to David, ‘The LORD also _has put

way vour sin; you shall not die.

2 Sam. 12:14, * ‘However, because by this deed you have
given great occasion to the enemies of the LORD to
blaspheme, the child also who Is born to you shall surely

die.””



Psa. 51:1-10

Psa. 51:1, “Have mercy upon me, O God,
according to Your lovingkindness; According to
the multitude of Your tender mercies, blot out my
transgressions.

Psa. 51:2, “Wash me thoroughly from my
Iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin.

Psa. 51:3, “For | acknowledge my
transgressions, and my sin Is always before
me.

Psa. 51:4, “Against You, You only, have |
sinned, and done this evil in Your sight—that
You may be found just when You speak, and
blameless when You judge.

Comments

Vs. 3—6, Took responsiblility for his
own sin.

Vs. 4, Convinced of his sin,
recognized sin is only against God,
for sin by definition Is a violation of
God’s standard.

Psa. 51:7, “Purge me with hyssop, and | shall be
clean; Wash me, and | shall be whiter than

that the bones You have broken may rejoice.

Psa. 51:9, “Hide Your face from my sins, and

blot out all my Iniquities.
Psa. 51:10, “Create In me a clean heart, O

God, and renew a steadfast spirit within me.”

Recognized sin was against God,
and only God could forgive.
Trusted In God’s forgiveness.

Vs. 9-10, Asked God to cleanse him,
and renew his spiritual strength.

In the Bible, David Is the best picture of how confession of sin Is done.
He showed how he returned to a state of obedience to God. These are

the three stages In his restoration.

2. Second, David admits, or acknowledges the sin
he committed without any excuses.




David accepted full responsibility for his decisions:

« He didn’t offer excuses.
e He didn’t blame:

+ Bathsheba,

4+ his sin nature,

4+ Satan or

+ even his circumstances. (God Is sovereign over everything.
If David were to blame his circumstances, he would actually

be blaming God!)

1 John 1:9, “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to
forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”

1. Convinced of our sin
2. Confession
3. Trust in God’s response
